UNREACHED PRAYER FOCUS:

VIETNAMESE  
Vietnam is one of the few remaining 
Communist nations in the world. With 
a population of about 100 million, only 
2–3% of people in Vietnam identify as 
Evangelical Christians.

Life for the Vietnamese people is marked 
by strong community bonds, resilience, 
and deep cultural pride. Many live in close-
knit families and work in farming, small 
businesses, or in a variety of urban trade 
jobs. Most Vietnamese follow Buddhism, 
though many also practice ancestor 
worship and hold to Communist beliefs.

Life as a Christian in Vietnam is challenging. 
While worship is technically legal, believers 
face pressure from the government 
and are often required to report church 
activities*. Those who come to faith may 
be persecuted by authorities, neighbors, 
and even family members. Christian radio 
broadcasts are frequently jammed, and 
Bible distribution is difficult—especially for 
those living in remote regions.

PRAY FOR VIETNAMESE  
 Wednesday, October 1  
Pray for the millions of VietnameseVietnamese people  
who are unreached and for the small 
population of Christians who often face 
many challenges. Ask the Lord to soften 
hearts of those who may oppose the 
Gospel and for many ethnic minorities to 
be reached through Bible translations and 
new ethnic broadcasts.
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 Thursday, October 2 
FEBC’s programs are reaching listeners 
in India,India, where 95% of the population is 
unreached. Pray that our ministry will continue 
to effectively share the life-changing message of 
Jesus with listeners far and wide.



 Friday, October 24 
Praise God for a successful Bible teaching 
gathering of Hmong people in Thailand.Thailand. 
Over 370 people attended and 80% were 
from Laos. May the teaching shared at this 
gathering strengthen the faith of everyone 
in attendance and inspire them to share the 
Good News with other family and friends.

 Saturday, October 25 
Please pray for FEBC Russia’sRussia’s children’s 
programming that is currently being 
developed. We have seen children’s programs 
have a strong impact on young listeners, 
who become interested in Jesus and want 
to “become friends” with Him. We also see 
parents begin to open their hearts to the 
Gospel through the influence of their children.
