UNREACHED PRAYER FOCUS:

THE DALIT 
The Dalit people in India number around 
350 million. Rather than being a distinct 
ethnic people group, Dalits are a Hindu 
social caste of people who are considered 
the lowest of the low in Indian society. Their 
lives are far worse than the rest of people in 
India, with most Dalits living in poverty. 

Living within the lowest social caste, Dalits 
are relegated to the least-desirable jobs 
such as garbage collecting, road sweeping, 
and handling dead bodies. These jobs 
are considered so demeaning, that upper 
Indian caste society has labeled Dalits 
“untouchable” and excluded them from 
many parts of society. 

Almost all Dalits are Hindu, and less than 
1% are estimated to be Christians. Some 
Dalit groups are more open to Christianity, 
but most remain resistant. Many Christian 
workers are needed to specifically minister 
to the Dalits.

PRAY FOR THE DALIT 
 Sunday, April 1 
Pray for the DalitDalit people, who are 
considered the lowest of the Hindu caste 
system. Lord, we ask for the Good News to 
spread among the Dalits and for Christian 
leaders to build relationships and establish 
churches among them. May the Dalits see 
your heart for their people and connect to 
the message of the Gospel.
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 Monday, April 2 
In Mozambique,Mozambique, FEBC ministers to unreached 
people groups who are predominantly Muslim 
and many are also exposed to witchcraft. Pray 
the people living there will be moved to tune 
in and discover the lifechanging love of Jesus. 
Also, ask the Lord to protect our local staff 
against terrorism and guide them with effective 
paths to expand the reach of the ministry.
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
