UNREACHED PRAYER FOCUS:

THE 10/40 WINDOW 
The 10/40 Window is a rectangular region 
spanning from North Africa, across the 
Middle East, and into Asia. Encompassing 68 
countries between 10 and 40 degrees north 
latitude, the term was first introduced by Luis 
Bush in the late 1980s. This area is sometimes 
called the “Resistance Belt” because it 
includes many of the world’s Muslims, 
Hindus, and Buddhists—groups historically 
more resistant to the Christian message.

Roughly two-thirds of the global population 
live within this region, and more than  
3 billion people are considered unreached. 
That means three out of every five 
individuals in the 10/40 Window have little 
to no access to the Gospel.

This region also contains some of the world’s 
largest unreached people groups, including 
Bengalis, Turks, Berbers, and Persians, 
among many others. These communities 
often face challenges such as poverty, 
disease, spiritual oppression, and political 
unrest. Countless lives remain bound by 
these hardships, unaware of the hope and 
transformation the Gospel can bring.
